Conley’s has three worship services each week: 
   Saturday night at 6:30 
 Sunday morning at 8:45 
 Sunday morning at 10:30 
 
Communion is served at least once each weekend.  Each service has communion 
about every third week. 
 
Conley’s sponsors a half-hour radio show on Cat Country 105.9 fm each Sunday 
morning at 7:30.  We’ve done it since December, 1993. 
 
Children are welcome to stay in worship with their parents or grandparents.  
Childcare is provided at each service for those five years and younger.  All nursery 
workers have had full training including infant CPR.  Conley’s also participates in 
Safe Sanctuaries, reducing the risk of child abuse in the church.

Saturday night band rehearses at 5:00 on Saturday nights. 
 
In 2001, Conley’s started our annual Living Nativity as our gift to the community.  
Visitors are guided through our re-enactment of Bethlehem with 75+ actors, live 
animals, music, real-life scenery and period costuming.  In 2006 we moved the 
Living Nativity to our new church property near Peddler’s Village.  We had 3,100 
visitors in three nights in 2006. 
 
In 2008, we started our Living Easter.  Visitors walked through a re-enactment of 
the final week of Jesus’ life.
